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What is orthodontics?

Orthodontics is the branch of dentistry that specializes in the diagnosis, prevention
and treatment of dental and facial irregularities. The technical term for these prob-
lems is “ malocclusion,” which means “ Bad Bite.” The practice of orthodontics re-
quires professional skill in the design, application and control of corrective appli-
ances, such as braces, to bring teeth, lips and jaws into proper alignment and to
achieve facial balance.

At what age can people have orthodontic treatment?

Children and adults can both benefit from orthodontics, because healthy teeth can
be moved at almost any age. Because monitoring growth and development is crucial
to managing some orthodontic problems well, the American Association of Ortho-
dontics recommends that all children have an orthodontic screening no later than
age 7. Some orthodontic problems may be easier to correct if treated early. Waiting
until all the permanent teeth have come in, or until facial growth is nearly complete,
may make correction of some problems more difficult.

Can my child play sports while wearing braces?

Yes. Wearing a protective mouth guard is advised while playing any contact sports.
Your orthodontist can recommend a specific mouth guard.

Will my braces interfere with playing musical instruments?

Playing wind or brass instruments, such as trumpet, will clearly require some adapta-
tion to braces. With practice and a period of adjustment, braces typically do not inter-
fere with playing of musical instruments.

Why are retainers needed after orthodontic treatment?

After braces are removed, the teeth can shift out of position if they are not stabilized.
Retainers provide that stabilization. They are designed to hold teeth in their corrected,
ideal positions until the bones and gums adapt to the treatment changes. Wearing
retainers exactly as instructed is the best insurance that the treatment improvements
last for a lifetime.
